Prime Minister Shri Narendrabhai Modi is successfully realizing the dream of
"Ek Bharat, Shreshtha Bharat™ visualized by Sardar Saheb. 150th Birth Anniversary
of Sardar Saheb will be celebrated nationwide during the entire year. Sardar
Vallabhbhai Patel realized the sovereignty of India by uniting the princly states and
kingdoms. The human gems born in the land of India, have not only written the
destiny of India in golden letters but also added new chapters in it. It is Sardar
Vallabhbhai Patel's very important contribution in bringing out the Indians from the
darkness of years old slavery and gifting the light of the Independence and therefore,
there is no exaggeration in calling him "Asardar Sardar". Sardar Saheb has
completed a historic task which may be equated to a lamp which removes darkness
and brings light.

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Public interest shall be the first priority of any Government. The Governance
having public interest at its core can only be rightly called “Sushasan’
(Good Governance). By the inspiration of Prime Minister Shri Narendrabhai Modi,
25th December, the birth anniversary of the former Prime Minister shri Atal Bihari
Vajpayeeji is celebrated as “Sushasan Divas” since the year 2014 “Sushasan Divas”
of 2024 was the festival of service to people, welfare to people and opportunity of
employment.

At
this occasion, various public welfare centric decisions were taken for Good
Governance including formation of Artificial Intelligence taskforce with a vision of
keeping Gujarat leader in technology driven governance and Socio-Economic
development.

The people of Gujarat always remains at the heart of State Government.
Concern for public is always reflected in the policies and decisions of the
Government. Under the leadership of Chief Minister Shri Bhupendrabhai Patel, the
last two years of Government of Gujarat has been of service, resolution and
dedication. In the Amrutkal of independence, the State Government has provided
maximum benefits to the people through “Amrut” like schemes. In the leadership of
the Chief Minister, as per the Prime Minister’s vision; the State Government has
focused on welfare and upliftment of “GYAN” i.e. Garib(poor), Yuva(youth),
Annadata(farmer) and Narishakti(Women) in all its planning and programmes.

Gujarat has become “Destination of first choice” for the national and
International investors due to factors like pro-active policies, ease of doing business,
conducive environment for the capital investors, well-developed industrial
infrastructure and high standards of living. Programmes like Vibrant Gujarat
Summit of the Government of Gujarat, encouraging industrial development has
majority share in making Gujarat as a policy driven state and having sector specific
policies which enabled the state to become “Best Choice of Investment” for the
national and international investors. Gujarat is now famous worldwide due to its
progress in all the fields including industrial development since last two decades.
Gujarat has strengthened its image as prestigious policy driven State by
implementing about 12 policies in the last three years.

Dholera- a symbol of industrial progress of the State, will be the first
Greenfield Smart City. The State Government has developed plug and play facility
for semiconductor and electronics manufacturing in Dholera. When we think about
infrastructure and technology, Gujarat’s contribution in the field of India
semiconductor Mission for the self-reliance in semiconductor field must be
remembered.

Under the leadership of Chief Minister Shri Bhupendrabhai Patel, the State
Government has announced “Gujarat Semiconductor Policy 2022-27”. Gujarat is the
first state of the country, to have implemented Semiconductor Policy. In a short
span, India has drawn attention of the countries worldwide in the field of
semiconductor. Famous companies like Micron have also participated in
Government of Gujarat’s efforts after announcement of the policy.

The State was first in the nation to announce a Solar policy in 2009 that paved
a new way of development of solar energy for commercial use. With the help of
state government's seamless incentives and infrastructural and legal frameworks the
state has achieved 16,796 MW total installed capacity till December, 2024. The state
has continuously encouraged ‘rooftop solar’ for wider public use of solar energy and
achieved total 4822 MW installed capacity ranking first in the nation. The
government is making constant efforts to install more and more rooftop solar
capacity in the state under pradhanmantri suryaghar- free electricity scheme.
Charanaka solar park (730 MW), Radhanesada solar park (700 MW) and Dholera
solar park (300 MW) have been established in Gujarat.

Guijarat is ready to become the national hub of Green Hydrogen of the nation
with its immense renewable energy potential, robust port infrastructure and well-
developed LNG pipeline network. For the same, Government of Gujarat has set a
production target of 30 lakh metric tons of green hydrogen per year. Under which,
the state government has declared unused government land lease allotment policy-
2023 for the production of green hydrogen by using unconventional energy sources
like solar/wind/wind-solar hybrid energy. MoUs for more than Rs. 3 lakh crores
have been signed in the field of green hydrogen in vibrant Gujarat global summit-
2024. Generation of about 100 GW from unconventional energy sources will be
required for the production of green hydrogen. Government of Gujarat has approved
in principle allotment of nearly 1.99 lakh hectares of land to establish R.E. Park for
Green Hydrogen production. It has been planned to increase capacity of Inter State
Transmission System (ISTS) and GETCO network for electricity generation.

The State Government has prepared a dynamic document- roadmap to Viksit
Gujarat@2047 aiming at Viksit Gujarat for Viksit Bharat. Through this roadmap
based on two pillars of "earning well" and "living well, the State Govemment is
advancing with the objective of improvement in quality of life for its citizens and
making them prosperous to contribute in the economy. Guijarat State Institution for
Transformation-GRIT has been established as a Think-tank for formation of a long
term policy and strategy to achieve these targets in a well-planned and well-arranged
manner.

The British laws were aimed at further strengthening British regime, and had
the elements of oppression and dictatorship instead of justice and democratic values.
Therefore, three new acts Bhartiya Nyay Samhita, Bharatiya Nagrik Suraksha
Samhita and Bhartiya Sakhsya Adhiniyam have been implemented from 1st July
2024 replacing three old acts i.e. Indian Penal Code, Criminal Procedure Code and
Indian Evidence Act to enshrine the values of justice, democracy and individual
liberty.

This museum is the
tale of the courage to remain firm against calamity and it is a live document
showcasing story of rise from the ashes. Smrutivan museum has been awarded the
prestigious UNESCO Prix Versailles 2024 world title for its interior. This award has
placed Smrutivan Bhukamp Memorial Museum of Bhuj in 7 most beautiful
museums of 2024,
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The Union Home Minister Shri Amit Shah inaugurated Archaeological
Experiential Museum highlighting archaeological heritage of the ancient city of
Vadnagar-the Honourable Prime Minister's birthplace. Vadnagar museum showcases
not only ancient culture but also its contribution in trade, town-planning, education
and administrative arrangements. This museum has revived two and half thousand
years journey of Vadnagar. The school in Vadnagar where the Hon'ble Prime
Minister studied has been developed as the Prerna School of Experiential Learning
(Prerna Kendra). The students are imparted knowledge of Yoga-Pranayama, India's
rich heritage, Indian knowledge system, various human values, modern Indian
initiatives, and technology at this centre. So far, a total of 1290 participants
including students and teachers across 430 districts of India have received
inspiration by visiting Prerna Kendra.

Gujarat's tableau
thus received first prize in the Popular Choice category for the third consecutive
year, which is a matter of pride for all of us.

is known as an agriculture-oriented nation. The farmer is in the
root of present progress of India. Gujarat has shown a new
direction and vision to other States by agriculture revolution and
changes in agriculture field in the agriculture-oriented nation.

Natural Farming

Natural farming means the agriculture based on the original
principles of farming which costs less. Natural farming is the
demand of the present era. Many farmers are happy and earning
huge amount of money by adopting natural farming which
blossoms the nature. The land withered by the chemical farming
has breathed a relief by natural farming. Prime Minister Shri
Narendrabhai Modi has worried for environment, nature and
entire mankind by according top priority to natural farming. |
heartily welcome his decision for the same. Under the leadership
of Chief Minister of Gujarat- Shri Bhupendrabhai Patel, Gujarat is
heading to become a ‘Model State’ for the entire India in the field
of natural farming.



The State Government has established the first and only in
the world “Gujarat Natural Farming Science University”
(Gujarat Prakrutik Krushi Vignan Vishvavidyalay) for
Agriculture education, research and expansion in natural farming
with multipurpose aim to increase scope of it, educate farmers
about it and provide education to youths of natural farming in
Gujarat.

Agriculture relief package:

e The State Government has announced Agriculture relief
package worth a huge amount of Rs.1,770 crores under crop
damage due to heavy rains in July and August months till now
in the current year 2024-25. Under which, crop damage
assistance of more than Rs.1,469 crores to 7,87,751 affected
farmers of 27 districts have been paid till date.

e In the current year during monsoon season, 3,73,433 farmers
were registered for selling ground nut and 24,822 farmers were
registered for selling Soybean at a Minimum Support
Price(MSP). This time, the Government has purchased record
break total more than 12 lakh 70 thousand metric tonnes
quantity of both these crops worth Rs.8511 crores under the
purchase at Minimum Support Price(MSP) till now.

e Under Pradhanmantri Kisan Samman Yojana, an amount of
total Rs.18,808 crores in 1 to 18 installments have been directly
credited to the bank accounts of 66 lakh 51 thousand farmer
beneficiaries till date.

¢ In the current year, Ravi Krushi Mahotsav was held for two
days on 6 and 7 November in all 248 talukas of the State to
guide farmers about modern agriculture technology and the
assistance schemes useful for them. Besides this, a State level
programme was also held wherein 3 lakh 4 thousand farmers
participated with enthusiasm.

e Under Mukhyamantri Pak Sangrah Structure Yojana for making
crop storage infrastructure, the amount of assistance has been
increased from Rs.75,000 to Rs. 1 lakh in the current year.

e In the Scheme for maximum use of the latest drone
technology(Krushi Viman) in the field of agriculture, Nano
urea and chemicals for crop protection have been sprinkled on
the various crops grown in about 21,566 acres of land of 4043
farmer beneficiaries at a concessional rate during the year
2024-25 till December 2024.

Horticulture

My Government is implementing various assistance oriented
schemes for encouraging horticulture production and helping
in sowing of horticulture crops to post harvest management.

Various projects under Horticulture mission scheme are in
force for providing infrastructural facilities in the State to
manage horticulture crops after harvest which include 34 tissue
culture laboratory, 23 bio-control labs, 531 cold storages, 81
ripening chambers, 413 sorting grading units and other
infrastructural facilities.

Under various assistance oriented schemes of Horticulture
department, an estimated total 1.07 lakh horticulturists of the
State have been benefitted by assistance of Rs.162.22 crores
till the end of December 2024.

The Agriculture Universities of the State have developed total
23 modified/hybrid-more production friendly immune crop
types, agriculture systems for various crops and 321 systems
related to agriculture, animal husbandry, horticulture,
agriculture engineering, food processing etc.

Animal Husbandry and dairy industry have unique
contribution in the economic and social development of
Gujarat State.

Under Fodder development, total 78,548 seeds kit having
modified crop types worth Rs.462.70 lakhs were distributed
and assistance of Rs.215.10 lakhs have been provided for total
1195 electric chaff cutters till the end of December 2024.

In the field of cattle health, total 56.80 lakh cattles were treated
and 4480 Pashu Arogya Melas were held till the end of
December 2024.

Kharava Movasa(foot and mouth disease) vaccination to 1
crore 68 lakh cattles was taken up in the State in the year
2024-25.

Mukhyamantri Gaumata Poshan Yojana

e Under the Mukhyamantri Gaumata Poshan Yojana, the

State Government provides assistance of Rs.30 per cattle for the
maintenance of cattles kept at Gaushala/Panjarapol registered
under the public trust act.

Online Token Management System has been developed so that
security agencies may get real time details of the boats and
sailors voyaging in the ocean.
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Cooperation

e During the year 2023-24, boat owner fishermen having diesel
card were provided an assistance of Rs.209 crores under the
scheme for Diesel VAT concession on high speed diesel used
in mechanical fishing boats with less than 20 metres of length.

e Pradhanmantri Matsya Sampada Yojana(PMMSY) is
Government of India’s five year flagship scheme(from year
2020-21 to 2024-25) worth Rs.20,050 crores under which,
Government of India has approved projects worth total
Rs.955.10 crores for Gujarat State.

The Government of Gujarat is working to make cooperative
sector more capable with the slogan of <“Sahkarthi
Samrudhdhi”- for advancement in the cooperative sector. The
spirit of cooperation is inherently in the nature and culture of
Gujaratis. Cooperative movement is contributing significantly
today in many fields including rural and agriculture economy
management.

Many policy related decisions of the Central Government
reflects the determination to make the nation stronger and
dynamic in the field of cooperation. The Cooperation department
has taken farsighted decisions to strengthen cooperative societies
of villages and making farmers richer like revolutionary step to
open bank accounts for women and farmers and give them benefit
through arrangements of direct benefit transfer.

e Various facilities like ration card, driving license applications,
payment of light bills and mobile bills etc. are being provided
through CSC Dby Primary  Agriculture Credit
Societies(PACS) at the rural level. Such a digital services will
enhance the comprehensive development of the nation.

e Model bylaws of all PACS of the State have been adopted.

e All PACS of the State are being equipped with modern
computerized system.

Lack of all-weather rivers is always a matter of concern for
Gujarat. My Government has accepted the path to solve the water
problem through best planning as it considers water as God’s gift.
The plannings made in the direction of making water not only
common necessity but also the vehicle of Gujarat’s prosperity;
has inspiring impact not only on Gujarat’s but also on the entire
nation’s economy.



The State Government’s objective is efficient use of

available water resources, water storage, water irrigation, and
water management. Under water storage, thousands of check
dams were made; Sujalam Sufalam Jal Abhiyan was taken up and
old canals were repaired and modernized.

Small and big check dams have been built in the State by
various schemes and the works of other check dams are under
progress —the completion of which will irrigate additional 7300
hectares of land. More than total 1,87,403 check dams i.e.
94,846 of Water Resources department and 92,557 of other
departments of the State; is directly or indirectly irrigating
about 4,55,280 hectares of land till December 2024,

Sujalam Sufalam Jal Abhiyan has been taken up for the last
seven years to increase the scope of water storage in entire
State. As a result, the capacity for water storage has increased
significantly and water levels have improved.

Under Sujalam Sufalam Yojana, water is being pumped by 13
completed pipelines based on Narmada main canal and 952
ponds of 521 villages of 32 talukas of 8 districts of Gujarat
linked by pipelines; are being filled by Narmada water for
ground water recharge and supplementary irrigation.

Works of 32 Packages under four link Pipelines to fill 115
ponds of 11 districts in Saurashtra region under Saurashtra
Narmada Avataran (SOUNI) Yojana by obtaining one
million Acre feet water (43560 million cubic feet) out of excess
flood water of Narmada have been completed and works of 4
packages are in progress. On completion of the works, the
ponds within the periphery of three kilometre on both sides of
main pipeline will be linked.

Successful planning/implementation of Lift irrigation

schemes has been carried out wherein supplying of water in
interior/hilly areas in tribal area was difficult.

Expansion work of Kadana-Dahod Lifting Pipeline Scheme
based on Kadana reservoir has been completed at the cost of
Rs.226 crore which will provide benefits of irrigation to about
4,500 hectare areas falling within the Talukas like Sanjeli,
Singvad, Dhanpur, Devgadhbaria of Dahod district having lack
of irrigation facility.

A scheme costing Rs.315 crores for filling up total 126 lakes of
85 villages of Shahera, Godhara, Kalol and Ghoghamba talukas
falling within the eastern area of Panchmahals district by lifting
pipeline based on Panam reservoir is in progress. The
benefitted area of which is 35,000 hectares.

Canal Reformation

Most of the irrigation schemes in the State are of ten years old
so, the works of extension, renovation and modernization of
canals have been undertaken on the basis of priority. Works of
renovation, extension and modernization of present irrigation
canals in 13,52,563 hectare areas have been completed till
December 2024.

The State Government has made sustained efforts for providing
good quality drinking water to improve the health and living
standard of the people.

Works of 20 Group Water Supply Yojana have been completed
at the cost of Rs.1800 crore in the current year and total 506
villages have been covered in the group schemes based on
surface sources by this scheme. Thus, the State Government has
succeeded in supplying drinking water facility to total 15,675
villages and 251 cities till now.

Total 3250 Km bulk pipeline has been installed under “State
wide Water Supply Greed” based on Sardar Sarovar Narmada
Dam and others Surface sources.

Works of bulk Pipeline from Navda to Chavad in Rajkot,
Botad, Probandar and Amreli districts have been completed at
the cost of Rs.644 crore in the current year. By which, an
additional daily waters supply of 500 M.L.D has availed to
these areas.

The State Government has dedicated to people 16 schemes at
the cost of Rs.1950 crore and laid the foundation stone of five
schemes at the cost of Rs.450 crore in the current year.

Drinking water has been supplies unto the last man in rural
areas by installing 19,599 mini pipelines and 2,80,871 hand
pumps.

With a view to strengthening the services of Water Supply
Division, Grievance Redressal System has been started for
disposal of complaints. In which, Toll free helpline number
1916 and round the clock control from Gandhinagar
headquarters have been implemented.

My Government provides food security to the poor families by
well-planned implementation of “National Food Security
Act”. The State Government distributes monthly 35 Kg food
grains to total 75 lakh poor families of the State through
efficient management of ‘Public Distribution System’.
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“Antyodaya Families” and “Priority Households”(PHH) are
two types of category included under “National Food Security
Act-2013”. While identifying the norms of selection for
“Priority-based  households”’(PHH), total 3.70  crore
beneficiaries of 75 lacs families of the State have been covered
under N.F.S.A. till December-2024 on the basis of database of
social and economic census-2011.

My Government has extended the annual income limit of the
family from Rs.15,000 to Rs.20,000 for inclusion of the
beneficiaries who are not covered under the NFSA Act.

Total 3.70 crore beneficiaries of 75 lacs families of the State
have been provided with 9.57 lac metric ton wheat and 10.84
lac metric ton rice at fair rate from January-24 to December-
24,

Distribution of Toor dal and Grams(Chana) at a fair price:

With a view to providing nutrition security along with the food
security to 75 lacs NFSA card holders of the State, 1 Kg Toor
Dal and 1 Kg gram at a fair price of Rs.50 and Rs.30
respectively per card are being distributed every month.
Estimated quantity of total 24,928 metric ton Toor Dal and total
57,705 metric ton Chana have been distributed till the end of
December-2024 in the year-2024.

Distribution of Edible Oil at fair price :

Under Public Distribution System, 1 litre double filtered
groundnut oil with significant subsidy of Rs.100 per litre by
the State Government has been distributed to all the 75 lacs
NFSA beneficiary families per card during the festivals of
Janmashtami and Diwali. Total 147 lac pouches have been
distributed till the end of December-2024 in the year 2024.

Distribution of Double fortified Salt

75 lac NFSA beneficiary families of the State are distributed 1
Kg double fortified salt pouch at the least fair rate of Rs.1 per
Kg per card. In the year 2024, an estimated quantity of total
42,291 metric ton salt has been distributed till the end of
December-2024.

Automation in Public Distribution System:

End-to-end computerization has been carried out in Public
Distribution System so as to avail full food grains with
transparency to all the genuine beneficiaries covered the
National Food Security Law.
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Energy and
Petrochemicals

Action taken by the Government for consumer protection:

Consumer protection unions associated with the consumer
protection and awareness activities have been strengthened by
providing financial aids above Rs. 40 lacs by the Government
during last one year.

Total 4373 grievances have been disposed of through mediation
and arbitration by the consumer protection unions in the State
to lessen the burden on the District Consumer Grievances
Redressal of the State.

Total 17,837 cases out of 22,180 cases have been disposed of
by the State Consumer Grievances Redressal Commission till
December-2024 in the year-2024.

With a view to providing constant and uninterrupted electricity
supply in the State, the Energy department is carrying out the
function of electricity generation, transmission and distribution.
Electricity is a pivotal criterion for social and economic
development in the State. Average per capita electricity
consumption of the State was 2402 unit in the year 2022-23,
which has increased to 2479 units in the year 2023-24 and it is
double than the per capita electricity consumption of the entire
country.

The farmers had been facing hardships in watering their farms
during the nights and also frightened of the wild animals; so,
the Government has introduced the ‘Kisan Suryoday Yojana’
for the farmers to provide them electricity supplies during the
day. As many as 16,683 i.e. 97% farmers of the State are being
provided electricity supply during day time under this scheme.
Moreover, by carrying out the effective electricity distribution
system a decrease of 40 paisa in tariff has been made from 1-
10-2024.

A mission for modernization at the cost of Rs.1474 crore is
being carried out at Ukai, Vanakbori, Gandhinagar, Kutch
Lignite Thermal Power Station to lessen the per unit cost, to
enhance the work abilities of old units and to improve the plant
machinery of the Gujarat State Electricity Corporation
Limited(GSECL).

A Scheme of setting up ‘Electricity Stations based on Solar
Energy’ on the Government waste Lands available around the
Sub Stations in the State is under process. By which, wastage
being incurred in transmission and distribution of electricity can
be restricted. Total 312 MW Solar projects have been activated
and 530 MW Solar Projects are in progress.
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e First ever floating Solar Project of the State has been activated
in the Lignite TPS reservoir at Bhavnagar.

o Total 59 sub-stations have been activated in the State at the cost
of Rs.4030 crore during the year 2023-24 and total 12 sub-
stations have also been activated at the cost of Rs.2336 crore till
the end of December in the current year. Resulting which the
electricity consumers of the State are availed with the
qualitative and uninterrupted electricity supply.

e Electricity connections are being sanctioned quickly to the
farmers by the Energy Department. Total 83,941 Agro
electricity connections at the cost of Rs.1424 crores have been
sanctioned during the year 2023-24, whereas, 48,287 Agro
electricity connections at the cost of Rs.834 crores have been
sanctioned till the end of December in the current year.

e Works at the cost of Rs.562 crore during the year 2023-24 and
Rs.562 crore till the end of December 2024 in the year 2024-25
respectively under the Revamped Distribution Sector
Scheme(RDSS) have been completed by the Government with
efficient distribution and Sustainable Financial System so as to
avail the uninterrupted and qualitative electricity supply to the
consumers of the State. Under this scheme, the works like
transiting the existing overhead electricity feeder into
underground cable, existing overhead electricity feeder into
Aerial Bunch Cable/MVCC (Medium Voltage Covered
Conductors) etc. are undertaken.

e 4669 Solar Pumps at the cost of Rs.144 crores during the year
2023-24 and 676 Solar Pumps at the Cost of Rs.19.14 crore by
end of December-2024 in the year 2024-25 have been installed
respectively for stand Alone Solar Agriculture Pump for
transferring the Pump sets run by diesel in the interior area,
forest and off greed area etc. under the Prime Minister
Farmer Energy Protection and Upliftment Mission (PM-
KUSUM) Scheme Component-B.

e Electricity Companies of the State are efficiently working for
last three decades and constantly getting A+ rating for the
same.

e Total established electricity capacity of the State is 57,664
MW, which is the highest in the country. Gujarat is pioneer
State in the entire country in the field of Renewable
Energy(Wind+Solar+Hydro+Bio) with the capacity of 31,483
MW. In which, it is a leading State in the country with the
capacity of 12,474 MW wind energy and 16,796 MW Solar
energy.
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Industry

Total 74,700 hectare unsurveyed lands have been allotted for
establishment of a huge Wind/Solar/Wind-Solar hybrid park
with the capacity of about 37000 MW in the State. Solar Plants
with 50% and 100% electricity capacity are intended to be
established by Decembr-2024 and December-2026 respectively.

Gujarat State Petroleum Corporation Limited (GSPC) is the
second highest gas trading company in the country. GSPC has
sold out 13.27 million standard Cubic meter natural gas per day
during the financial year 2024-25 by December 2024.

Gujarat State Petronet Limited(GSPL) is the second largest gas
transmission company of the country. It has developed total
2749 Km long natural gas transmission Pipeline network for
gas transmission by September 2024. GSPL as transmitted
average 30.49 MMSCM natural gas per day during the financial
year 2023-24.

GSPL India Gasnet Limited is carrying out the cross country
Natural Gas Transmission Pipe-line above 1600 K.M. length
through Mehsana-Bhatinda Pipeline and Bhatinda-Gurudaspur
Pipeline Project, which is passing across the Gujarat, Rajasthan,
Haryana and Punjab States and transmitting 4.7 MMSCM
natural gas daily.

Gujarat Gas Limited is the largest gas distribution company in
India. Gujarat Gas Limited has established about 41,900 km
long urban gas distribution network and 825 CNG stations till
December 2024. Gujarat Gas Limited provides piped natural
gas to about 21,34,554 domestic customers and about 4,433
industrial units and about 14,820 commercial units.

Sabarmati Gas limited also connects about 311212 domestic
customers to that of 161 CNG station with its network and
provides natural gas to 461 industrial and 1303 commercial
units.

Along with the development of Pradhan Mantri Mega
Integrated Textile Region and Apparel(PM MITRA)
Textile Park, the Gujarat Textile Policy-2024 was announced
with the aim of promoting women entrepreneurs, to encourage
MSMEs and youth and increasing investment in the textile
sector and further strengthening the textile value chain in each
sub-sector. Under various textile policies, a total assistance of
approximately Rs.1500 crore has been provided to textile units
in the current financial year 2024-25.
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To boost industrialization in the State, various incentive
assistance schemes such as Scheme for Incentive to Industries,
Assistance to Plastic Industries Scheme, Assistance to Mega
Innovative Projects Scheme, Incentive Scheme for Aerospace
and Defence Sector, Capital Subsidy to Large Industries Thrust
Sector, Atmanirbhar Gujarat Yojana-Large and Thrust and
Atmanirbhar Gujarat Yojana-Mega have provided assistance of
approximately Rs.1050 crore to various industrial units of the
State in the current financial year 2024-25.

Gujarat Single Window System — Investor Facility Portal (IFP)
Is one of the oldest single window portals in the country. More
than 18 lakh applications have been processed so far by
approximately 7.4 lakh registered users on this portal.

During Vibrant Gujarat Global Summit-2024, out of total
98,970 MoUs approved, 54,977 projects have been
operationalized and 14,402 projects are under implementation.
Gujarat has been consistently ranked as a “Top Achiever” at
the national level since 2020 in the Ease of Doing Business
Rankings of the Government of India and has consistently been
ranked as a “Best Performer” State in the National Start-up
Rankings since 2018.

G-Hub: The Economic Master Plan of Surat Economic Region
(SER) prepared by NITI Aayog was launched on 19 September
2024 at Surat, which is expected to lead the State into a new era
of economic transformation.

Dholera Special Investment Region is India's largest planned
Greenfield industrial smart city, spread over 920 sq. km.

A world-class Dholera Greenfield International Airport is being
developed at Nawagam, Dholera in partnership with Airport
Authority of India, Government of Gujarat and National
Industrial Corridor Development and Implementation Trust.
For this, a total of 1501 hectares of land has been transferred to
the Special Purpose Vehicle Dholera International Airport
Company Limited(DIACL) by the Government of Gujarat and
the process of acquisition of 16.60 hectares of private land has
been completed.

More than 224 industrial estates have been established by the
Government of Gujarat till date and more than 2000
industrialists have been allotted industrial plots in these estates
by the year 2024.

Due to the State Government's incentive policies for MSMEs,
1,12,766 new MSME units have been registered on the
Government of India's Udyam portal this year, which shows a
22% increase compared to the previous year.

Hafeshwar village of Kwant taluka of Chhota Udepur district
has been recognized as the "Best Rural Tourism Competition-
2024" in the Heritage Category and Khijadia has been
recognized as the "Best Tourism Village 2023" in the Silver
Category by the Ministry of Tourism, Government of India.

Chief Minister Shri Bhupendrabhai Patel has approved
Rs.2268.93 crore for the wupgradation, widening and
improvement of existing 58 roads of State and panchayat,
connecting total 44 important tourism places in the State to
boost the tourism industry of the State.

The State Government has increased the infrastructure

facilities to make public health services more robust and has
improved the arrangements by increasing the availability of
trained doctors and paramedical staff to cover all the highest
standards for quality treatment of patients.

During the year 2024, the State Government has worked
diligently to provide health services to the people. Under
which, approximately 9.67 crore OPDs, approximately 77.32
lakh IPDs, 8.16 lakh minor surgeries, 22.12 lakh major
surgeries, screening of 297 crore people for non-
communicable diseases, immunization of 8.70 lakh pregnant
women and 8.90 lakh young children have been carried out in
the State.

Dialysis centres have been set up at 270 places and day care
chemotherapy centres at 35 locations in the State so that patient
suffering from serious illness like kidney diseases and cancer
does not have to go to big centres like Ahmedabad every time. In
the year 2024 till the end of December 2024, 4,21,654 dialysis
sessions were done for 45,867 people, and 73,914 people
received day-care chemotherapy treatment at these centres.
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e Telemedicine services are a boon for the residents of remote
and geographically inaccessible areas. At present, 22
telemedicine hubs are functioning in Gujarat. Till the end of
December 2024, under the telemedicine service, more than 1.06
crore doctor-to-doctor tele-consultations have been done, and
more than 10 lakh beneficiaries have benefitted from
consultations through the e-Sanjeevani (Patient to Doctor) App.

e The State Government has established a multi-specialty
hospital at the Ahmedabad Medicity Campus at the cost of
Rs.550 crore. As an expansion of these facilities, the capacity
of multi-specialty and super-specialty hospitals is being
enhanced in Gandhinagar, Ahmedabad-Sola, Vadodara, Surat,
Bhavnagar and Jamnagar.

e The State Government is committed to enhance infrastructure
facilities and is also focused on ensuring availability of doctors
from medical colleges to Primary Health Centres(PHCs). | am
pleased to announce that this year, the State Government has
successfully filled all vacant positions of MBBS doctors. With
a view to ensuring adequate availability of MBBS or specialist
doctors in the future, the number of undergraduate(UG) and
postgraduate (PG) seats in new medical colleges and existing
medical colleges in the State has been increased. Accordingly,
there are total 7,150 seats at the undergraduate level and 3,002
seats at the postgraduate level in the State at present.

e During the year 2024, till the end of December 2024, the
Ayushyaman Cards have been issued to total 2.68 crore
beneficiaries under the Ayushyman Bharat Pradhanmantri
Jan-Aarogya Yojana as well as services of settlement have
been provided to 10.46 lakh claims worth Rs.2895.43 crore.

e The Clinical Establishment Act and its rules have been framed
under the act to ensure that patients get systematic treatment as
per defined standards at both Government and private hospitals
within the State. This will ensure the registration of all
dispensaries and hospitals operating in the State.

¢ In the year 2024-25, new 660 items have been included in the
Essential Drugs List(E.D.L.) by the Gujarat Medical Services
Corporation Ltd., so now total 1377 items have been prescribed
for the year 2024-25.

My
Government is making significant strides in ensuring that all
children in Gujarat receive a comprehensive education that fosters
their overall development.

e The policy emphasizes a competency-based evaluation over
cramming assessment. | am pleased to announce that
competency-based terminal examinations and periodical
examinations are being implemented in all Government
primary schools in the State, as well as Holistic Progress Cards
will be implemented for Standards 1 and 2 starting from the
upcoming academic year 2025-26.

e Smart boards, G-Shala Application and the DIKSHA platform
are being implemented in the State's schools to enhance the
integration of technology within the education sector under the
National Education Policy. Additionally, all textbooks for
grades 1 to 12 in the State have been provided with QR codes.

e Keeping in mind the importance of studying the science
stream, the new scheme of Namo Saraswati Vigyan Sadhana
has been implemented from the year 2024-25 which aims to
encourage a greater number of talented students to enrol in the
science stream and complete their education up to 12th grade.
An assistance of total Rs.25,000 per student is paid under this
scheme. Assistance of total 41 Crores has been paid to 1.50
students till the end of December 2024.
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The Namo Lakshmi Scholarship Yojana has been introduced
from the academic year 2024-25, with the objective of
ensuring that girls in grades 9 to 12 receive sufficient nutrition
alongside their education, to empower them and to ensure that
every girl enrolling in grade 9 successfully completes her
education upto 121 grade. An assistance of total Rs.50,000 per
girl student is paid under this scheme. Assistance of total 141
Crores has been paid to 10 lakh girl students till the end of
December 2024.

In the academic year 2024-25, the establishment of 160 new
Government secondary schools and two Government higher
secondary schools has been sanctioned resulting in total 162
approved institutions.

Under the Mukhymantri Gyan Setu Merit Scholarship
Yojana, providing scholarships on a merit basis to bright
students of standard 6, the scholarship amount of Rs.31.59
crore has been paid to 30,000 students in the first and second
instalments in the year 2023-24 to.

In the current academic year, total 696 students are studying in
08 Rakshashakti Schools out of which total 400 are in
Standard 6 and total 296 are in Std-7.

Under the Kasturba Gandhi Balika Vidyalaya Yojana, total
257 (170 - Central Government and 87-Government of
Gujarat) residential schools are functioning. At present, 29,000
girls are studying in these schools.

Mission Schools of Excellence

Mission Schools of Excellence scheme has been launched with
an investment of Rs.12,000 crore for strengthening
Government and grant-in-aid schools. More than 85% of the
students studying in schools in Gujarat are directly availing
benefit from it.

Total 21,395 computer labs have been established in 20,566
schools along with over 100,000 interactive Gyan Kunj smart
classes in 24,451 educational institutions throughout the State
under this scheme.

SSIP

The Education Department has established initiatives aimed at
fostering mind-set transformation, enhancing awareness and
delivering training by strengthening the capabilities of school
teachers in domains such as innovation, intellectual property
and entrepreneurship through State-level school Project
Management Units.
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PM SHRI Yojana (PM Schools for Rising India)

As a part of the implementation of the National Education
Policy 2020, PM SHRI Yojana(PM Schools for Rising India)
has been launched on 7" September 2022. Total 448 schools
(376 Primary and 72 Secondary) are being developed in the
Gujarat State under PM SHRI scheme.

Higher and Technical Education

Under the  Mukhyamantri  Yuva  Swavalamban
Yojana(MYSY) assistance of Rs.2297.14 Crore has been paid
till date to total 5,07,318 students during the year 2024-25.

Under the Mukhyamantri Kanya Kelvani Nidhi
Yojana(MKKY) assistance of Rs.619.58 Crore has been paid
till date to total 21,369 girl students during the year 2024-25.

SHODH Yojana- under the Scheme of Developing High
quality research, financial assistance is provided to students
doing research in the Ph.D. course for high-quality research.
Under this scheme, total Rs.97.85 crore has been paid to total
3,546 students so far. The target is to provide assistance of
Rs.20 crore to 2,000 students in the next year 2025-26.

Under the Finishing School Prakalp the students of Gujarat
State are provided total 80 hours of skill-building training per
student in life skills, employment skills, functional and spoken
English by expert trainers. It contributes to enhancing their
employability. As of December 2024, total 10,056 students
have received training this year.

Under the Training for Excellence, Efficiency and Research
towards Higher Education(TEERTH Yojana) total 15,499
participants have received training through 32 Faculty
Development Programs, Research Methodology Workshops,
Webinars, and Sangoshti, as of December 2024,

Out of 40 universities and 564 colleges that participated in the
Gujarat State Institutional Rating Framework (GSIRF), 16
universities and 34 colleges have received 5-star ratings, which
Is more than last year.

During the year 2024-25, the incubation of approximately 126
start-ups has been facilitated by the Gujarat Student Start-up
and Innovation Hub(i-Hub). As well as total 394 individuals
from 112 start-ups have utilized co-working spaces, while the
overall number of start-ups undergoing incubation has reached
536.

The fragrance of development spreads throughout society as
the standard of living for citizens in a State improves. The
Government of Gujarat, fully acknowledging the principle of
equitable development for all segments of society within the
framework of social justice, has initiated the effective execution
of numerous welfare programs through the establishment of an
inclusive and comprehensive strategy aimed at advancing the
welfare of the deprived people.

Developing Caste Welfare

o Till the end of December 2024, total 833 students hailing from
Socially and Educationally Backward Classes have received
loans amounting to Rs.89.87 crore, enabling them to pursue
advanced studies abroad in fields such as Computer Science,
Information Technology, and MBA programs.

e Under Pandit Din-Dayal Aawas Yojana, total Rs.117.65
crore has been disbursed to 11,757 beneficiaries for house
construction till the end of December 2024 to ensure that the
people belonging to the most backward classes of the remote
areas, nomadic, denotified castes, socially and educationally
backward classes and economically backward classes get their
own houses.

e Under Kunverbai nu Mameru Yojana, assistance of
Rs.12,000 /- is provided for the Social uplift. Till the end of
December 2024, total 49,130 couples have been provided the
benefit at the cost of Rs.58.87 Crore.

e Under the Sat Fera Samuh Lagn Yojana, the assistance of
Rs.4.29 crores has been paid to total 3108 couples till the end
of December 2024.

o Till the end of December 2024, Rs.451.56 Crore has been paid
to total 3094 beneficiaries of the unreserved classes for Foreign
Study Loan under Gujarat Unreserved Educational and
Economical Development Corporation.

Schedule Caste Welfare

e Under Dr.Ambedkar Awas Yojana, the assistance of
Rs.1,20,000 is provided to the beneficiary to ensure that the
Scheduled Castes people get their own house. Under this
scheme, assistance has been provided to 12,690 beneficiaries
for the construction of houses at the cost of Rs.53.79 crore till
the end of December 2024.
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Under Dr.Ambedkar Foreign Study Loan Yojana, the loan
of Rs.15.00 lakhs is provided at a 4% interest rate for
individuals pursuing higher studies in abroad. Till December
2024, a total expenditure of Rs.73.36 crore has been incurred
under this scheme benefiting 489 students who have received
loans to study abroad.

Dr. Savita Ambedkar Antargnyatiya Lagna Sahay Yojana
is being implemented with the objective of promoting social
harmony, offering financial support of Rs.2.50 lakh. Till the
end of December 2024, a total expenditure of Rs.21.47 crore
has been incurred under this scheme, benefiting 676 couples.

Under Kunverbai nu Mameru Yojana, assistance of
Rs.12,000 /- has been provided for the Social uplift. Till the end
of December 2024, total 8060 couples have provided the
benefit at the cost of Rs.9.64 Crore.

Social Security

Under Sant Surdas Yojana, total Rs.35.57 crore has been paid
to total 43,776 beneficiaries till the end of December 2024.
Under this scheme, a monthly financial assistance of Rs.1,000
Is provided to a person with severe disability.

Under the scheme to provide monthly financial assistance of
Rs.1000 to persons with mental disability(Mano Divyang),
total assistance of Rs.62.45 crores has been paid to 68,221
beneficiaries till the end of December 2024.

Under the Financial Assistance Scheme to take care of destitute
elderlies and disabled, beneficiaries aged between 60 and 79
years receive Rs.1,000, while those over 80 years are granted
Rs.1,250 monthly, total assistance of Rs.489.76 crores has been
paid to 530227 beneficiaries till the end of December 2024.

Under the scheme of providing monthly financial assistance of
Rs.3000 under the Palak Mata Pita(Foster Parent) Scheme, total
Rs.56.22 crore has been paid to total 20,929 beneficiaries till
the end of December 2024.

Under the financial assistance scheme to provide Rs.2 lakh
either to Palak Mata-Pita(Foster Parents) or to the beneficiary
girl of the Chief Minister's Bal Seva Yojana upon her marriage;
total assistance of Rs.4.10 crore was paid to total 205
beneficiary daughters till the end of December 2024.

Development

Tribal communities have inhabited the same areas for
thousands of years, maintaining their cultural traditions. The tribal
groups are mentioned even in Indian culture and religious books.
Tribal communities continue to maintain a profound connection
with water, land, and forests. The Government of Gujarat has
introduced various initiatives aimed at enhancing the welfare of
these tribes, who uphold their distinctive religious traditions in
harmony with nature, yielding commendable outcomes. Today,
numerous young individuals from the tribal community are
significantly contributing to the nation's economy through their
pursuit of higher education. Likewise, the advantages they have
gained in areas such as agriculture, employment, education,
health, and housing reflect the uplift of the tribal population under
the initiatives of Gujarat Government. The Gujarat Government
has resolved to reinstate previous schemes with revised
objectives, focusing on the enhancement of the tribal community
and fostering the development of a significant tribal population.

¢ Under the Vanbandhu Kalyan Yojana, the provision has been
raised from Rs.18,754 Crore for the fiscal year 2023-24 to total
Rs.22,025.81 Crore for the fiscal year 2024-25 with the
initiation of Vanbandhu Kalyan Yojana-2.

e A provision of Rs.548.10 Crore has been made under the
Gujarat Pattern for the Schedule Tribe area for the current
year 2024-25.

Schedule Tribe Welfare Schemes

e Under the Pre-S.S.C. Scholarship scheme for the students of the
Schedule Tribe at the cost of Rs.74.81Cr, total 6.50 lakh
students have been benefited as per the annual rate of currently
implemented schemes till December 2024.

e Under Ganvesh Sahay Yojana at the cost of Rs.51.75 Cr, total
5.76 lakh students have been benefited for uniform assistance,
till the end of December 2024.

e A Dbudget allocation of Rs.100.00 crore has been established
this year under the "Mukhyamantri Border Village Sarvangi
Utkarsh Yojana' to ensure the provision of essential services
such as housing, roads, water supply, electricity, and education
for the Scheduled Tribes residing in the remote, hilly, and
border regions of the State. Till the end of December 2024,
approvals have been granted for works of various sectors,
including 1553 for Housing, 72 for Education, 28 for Roads, 55
for Aanganwadi, 32 for Livelihood, and 5 for Health under this
scheme.
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Till the end of December 2024, 88,517 students have been
benefited at the cost of Rs.333.39 crores under the Post-S.S.C.
Scholarship scheme for the students of the Schedule Tribe.

Under the "Food Bill Assistance Scheme,' total 16,351 students
of Scheduled Tribes enrolled in higher education and residing
in hostels outside the State have been benefited at the cost of
Rs.24.40 crore, till the end of December 2024.

To provide six basic facilities like housing, roads, water,
electricity and education to the most backward people of
Adimjuth and Halpati community of Scheduled Tribes under
the ‘Mukhya Mantri Adimjuth Sarvangi Utkarsh Yojana’
and Mukhyamantri Halpati Sarvangi Utkarsh Yojana, till
the end of December 2024, approvals have been granted for the
works of various sectors, including 1737 for Housing, 55 for
Education, 45 for Roads, 127 for Aanganwadi, 20 for
Livelihood.

Till the end of December 2024, total 6135 beneficiaries has
been benefited with an expenditure amounting to Rs.42.80
crore under the ‘Personal Housing Scheme’(including Halpati
Awas Yojana) for the families of Scheduled Tribes.

The Forest Rights Act, 2006

Scheduled Tribes and other traditional forest inhabitants have
been conferred the right to inhabit and cultivate the land they
occupy as per the provisions of the Forest Rights Act of 2006.
Out of the total 1,82,869 claims received, 98,289 claims have
been approved. The total land approved against individual
claims is 1,67,439 acres.

Out of total 2,246 proposals received for infrastructure
facilities, 2,174 have been approved.

Gujarat State Tribal Education Society

In order to facilitate access to higher education for children
from tribal families residing in remote areas, the Gujarat State
Tribal Education Society under the Tribal Development
Department operates 105 schools throughout the State as a joint
effort of the Government of India and the State Government.
The network comprises 48 Eklavya Model Residential Schools,
43 Girls Literacy Residential Schools, 12 Model Schools, and 2
Sainik Schools. These institutions offer free education from
standard 6 to 12, along with complimentary accommodation,
meals, textbooks, uniforms, tour and various other essential
facilities.

Development

Take Home Ration (THR): The Take Home Ration (THR)
initiative provides a supplementary nutritional support to all
children aged 6 months to 3 years, severely underweight
children aged 3 to 6 years, pregnant women, lactating mothers,
and adolescents girls under Bal Shakti, Matru Shakti and
Purna Shakti. Approximately 26.96 Lakh beneficiaries have
received benefit of this scheme.

Doodh Sanjeevani Yojana: This scheme encompasses 141
components across 106 tribal and 36 developing components
of 20 districts of the State. This initiative has benefited around
97,000 beneficiaries.

Poshan Sudha Yojana offers a one pot nutritious meal at
Anganwadi centers aimed at enhancing the nutritional level of
pregnant and lactating women in 106 components across 14
tribal districts. During the year 2024-25, approximately
71,000(Till the end of December 2024) beneficiaries have
been served.

Mukhyamantri Matrushakti Yojana (MMY): First-time
pregnant mothers and mothers of children up to 2 years old are
provided a monthly raw-ration kit for 1000 days, which
includes 2 kg of gram, 1 kg of Toor-dal, and 1 liter of
groundnut oil. Till the end of December 2024, approximately
4.89 lakh beneficiaries have availed the benefit of this scheme.

Poshan Udan : The State-level initiative "Poshan Udan 2025"
was inaugurated from Ektanagar View Point-1 to promote
nutritional awareness through a kite festival under the theme
“Poshan Na Sathvare Aambishu Akashe.” E-Bhoomi Pujan for
58 Anganwadi centers, to be constructed at a total expenditure
of Rs.1247 lakh, was conducted as a part of this initiative.

Ganga Swarupa Economic Assistance Scheme: Assistance
of Rs.215.71 crore was disbursed through DBT to the accounts
of approximately 16.41 lakh beneficiaries (till the end of
December 2024) in the State under this scheme.

Sakhi One Stop Centre (OSC): Total 38,893 women have
received services from Sakhi One Stop Centre (OSC) till date.
Sakhi One Stop Centre operates 24*7 in every district.
Currently, there are 35 such centers functioning across 33
districts of the State.

e 181 Abhayam Women Helpline: Under this scheme, an
integrated 181 Abhayam Mobile Application using most
advance technology, first of a kind in India has been launched
to provide prompt assistance to women in challenging
situations. Presently, 59 rescue vans are functioning across the
State.

e Mahila Swavalamban Yojana: As a new item, the subsidy
has been increased from 15% to 30% of project cost or
maximum Rs.60,000 for the General Category, 35% of project
cost or maximum Rs.70,000 for the Scheduled Castes and
Schedules Tribes, 40% of project cost or maximum Rs.80,000
for the widows and women with disabilities. Till the end of
December in the year 2024-25, a total subsidy of Rs.71 lakh
has been disbursed to 168 women beneficiaries.

The State Government has adopted an approach of
enhancement in ease of living aimed at elevating the living
standards and overall well-being of residents in the towns and
cities. To achieve this objective, ongoing development initiatives
are being implemented under the Swarnim Jayanti Mukhyamantri
Urban Development Scheme, which seeks to provide world-class
amenities in small towns and cities throughout the State. This
initiative will improve the living standards of the citizens of the
State, granting them access to the world-class services and
facilities.

As a historical move, the State Government has formed 9
new Municipal Corporations namely Surendranagar, Morbi,
Gandhidham, Porbandar, Kheda, Anand, Mehsana, Navsari, and
Vapi on 1% January 2025. Currently, total 17 Municipal
Corporations and 149 Municipalities are functional in the State.

Swarnim Jayanti Chief Minister Urban Development Scheme:

e This Scheme focuses on the works related to development of
physical and social infrastructure facilities, urban mobility
(transportation), projects aimed at establishing a unique
identity for the city, and private society public participation
scheme. A provision of Rs.8883.65 crore grant has been made
in the year 2024-25 for this scheme, and 3593 projects
amounting to Rs.7687 crore approximately have been
undertaken.

Smart City Mission:

e Total 354 projects amounting to Rs.11,451 crore have been
undertaken for six cities namely-Ahmedabad, Surat, VVadodara,
Rajkot, Gandhinagar, and Dahod which are selected by the
Government of India under Smart City Mission. Of these, 339
projects costing Rs.10,824 crore have been successfully
completed, while 15 projects costing Rs.627 crore, are
currently in progress.

Gujarat Metro Rail Corporation (GMRC) Limited:

e The Ahmedabad Metro Rail Project Phase-1 encompasses a
total length of 40.03 k.m., featuring the construction of 32
stations. The estimated expenditure incurred for this phase is
Rs.10,773 crore. The metro rail service covering 6.5 k.m. from
Vastral Village Metro Station to Apparel Park, part of Priority
Reach-1, commenced operations in March 2019. The
remaining corridors, which include East-West and North-
South routes, were completed and opened for public on 2"
October 2022.

e Phase-2 of the Ahmedabad Metro Rail Project extends over
28.26 k.m. and will include the construction of 22 elevated
stations. The estimated cost for this phase is Rs.5384.17 crore.
This project will cover distance from Motera Stadium,
Ahmedabad to Mahatma Mandir, Gandhinagar. An additional
corridor will link GNLU and GIFT City. Metro rail service of
20.80 k.m. out of 28.25 k.m. (including 8 eleveted stations),
has been commenced for the public usage from 16™ September
2024. This service was inaugurated by the Hon'ble Prime
Minister.

e Surat Metro Rail Project Phase-1 spans 40.35 k.m. and
consists of two corridors with 38 stations, designed to provide
comprehensive connectivity throughout Surat. The project will
cost Rs.12,020.32 crore.

Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana (Urban)

e The State Government has approved a total of 9.59 lakh
housing units under the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana (Urban),
out of which, 8.80 lakh houses have been completed.

e Under PMAY scheme, 38739 housing units have been approved
for the rehabilitation of slum dwellers at their original place
through private partnerships, of which 17385 units have been
completed. Interest subsidies have been granted to 6,19,368

beneficiaries under the Credit Linked Subsidy Scheme (CLSS).
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Out of 1,15,731 housing units approved under the Affordable
Housing in Partnership (AHP) Scheme, 1,15,692 housing units
have been completed. Furthermore, from the 1,49,884 housing
units approved under the Beneficiary led Construction (BLC)
scheme, 1,28,303 units have been completed.

Till December 2024, an expenditure of Rs.556.00 crore has
been incurred for affordable housing in the financial year
2024-25, with the completion of work on 46,129 housing units
under the Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana (Urban).

The process of re-development is expedited by implementing
the Re-Development Policy-2016 of Gujarat Housing Board
by amending Section-60(A) of the Gujarat Housing Board Act,
where eviction of dissenting members' residences after the
agreement of 75% of the members. Currently, 24,623 houses
across 111 colonies, out of a total of 185 colonies, are at
various stages of tender process by the Board. Thus, the Board
Is undertaking measures aimed at benefiting the public,
ensuring that all societal segments have access to housing, and
providing new residences for inhabitants of old and
deteriorating colonies through re-development efforts.

Solid Waste Management

100% door-to-door collection system for solid waste has been
established in 1,387 wards across 165 local self-governing
bodies within the State. Approximately 80% of the solid waste
collected is subject to segregation. As a part of the Solid Waste
Management, modern equipment valued at Rs.1298.67 crore
has been allocated to urban local self-governing bodies to
enhance solid waste disposal and sanitation efforts.

Waste to Energy Plant

The Ahmedabad Municipal Corporation has awarded a
contract on a PPP basis to generate electricity from 1000
metric tons of municipal solid waste per day. This initiative
will not only help in the disposal of daily waste but will also
generate employment opportunities for approximately 700
people and benefit the environment.

Nirmal Gujarat 2.0

Under Nirmal Gujarat 2.0 scheme, Rs.57.13 crore has been
allocated to all municipalities within the State under Safai
Vera Protsahan Yojana for the current financial year.
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Panchayat

To enhance the cleanliness and resilience of urban areas, over
Rs.20.00 crore has been sanctioned for the disposal of garbage
vulnerable points under Nirmal Gujarat 2.0, alongside an
allocation of Rs.111.00 crore for the development of 'Nirmal
Path' within the city.

As a part of observance of ‘Swachh Bharat Diwas’, the
Swachh Bharat Mission has organized the "Swachhta Hi Seva"
campaign under Nirmal Gujarat 2.0, from 17" September 2024
to 31% October 2024. Notably, Gujarat has achieved the top
rank among urban areas across India in the campaign.

Fire Prevention Services:

Equipment and vehicles are procured and provided to
municipalities at 32 Divisional Office Headquarters and other
municipalities under the monitoring of the Director, State Fire
Prevention Services to enhance firefighting capabilities.
Additionally, modern fire stations are being constructed in the
District Headquarters Municipalities for the 32 Divisional Fire
Prevention Offices.

“PM SVANIidhi — PM Street Vendor Atma Nirbhar Nidhi”

The Ministry of Housing and Urban Affairs, Government of
India has launched a 100% Centrally Sponsored Scheme “PM
Street Vendors AtmaNirbhar Nidhi(PM SVANidhi)”, a
scheme for Special Micro-Credit Facility, to provide working
capital loans to street vendors for their livelihood.

Under the PM SVANIidhi Scheme, a total of 4,86,896 loans to
street vendors have been sanctioned and a total of 4,77,784
loans to street vendors have been disbursed by banks till the
end of December-2024.

Live Concert

The British band Coldplay performed two shows at the
Narendra Modi Stadium in Ahmedabad on January 25th and
26th, 2025. The concerts were attended by approximately 1.34
lakh people. Both concerts were very successful and
demonstrated India's and especially Gujarat's, ability to host
world-class events.

The State will receive huge amount of Rs.15,650 crore from
the Central Government by the year 2025-26 under the 15%
Finance Commission. A grant of Rs.10,476 crore has been
allocated to the Panchayats, facilitating the completion of
4,46,520 projects at an expenditure of Rs.8381.11 crore.
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Rural
Development

The e-Gram Vishwagram Yojana: The number of services
available under this scheme has increased to 321. In the year
2023-24, 4.93 crore transactions have been recorded, while
28.61 lakh transactions have been recorded under the Digital
Seva Setu for the year 2024-25 (till the end of December
2024).

Solar Roof Top: Grants have been allocated for the
installation of solar rooftops on 2674 gram panchayat
buildings, 51 taluka panchayat buildings, and 10 district
panchayat buildings within the State, aimed at reducing
electricity expenses.

Svasth Gam ane Svachchh Gam Yojana: Assistance is
provided as an incentive for promoting cleanliness and
sanitation, thereby enhancing awareness among Vvillagers
regarding hygiene and to elevate the standards of rural living.
For the year 2024-25 (till the end of December 2024), an
expenditure of Rs.41.1293 crore has been incurred against a
budget provision of Rs.66 crore.

Panchvati Yojana: This scheme has been implemented from
the year 2004-05, to develop gardens with facilities and to
make the recreational facilities easily available in rural areas.
Total of 5771 villages have been covered under Panchvati
Yojana till the end of December 2024.

Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana (Rural)

Under Pradhan Mantri Awas Y ojana(Rural), more than 35,000
housing units constructed at a cost of Rs.560 crore were

handed over to the beneficiaries by Hon’ble Prime Minister on
16™ December 2024 at GMDC Ground, Ahmedabad.

Against the new target of 2,99,011 housing units assigned to
the Gujarat State under Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana (Rural)
for the year 2024-25, total 2,20,011 housing units were
sanctioned and first instalment is disbursed to 1,59,931
beneficiaries.

National Rural Livelihood Mission

Under National Rural Livelihood Mission, self-help groups are
formed to empower women in rural areas and make them
economically self-reliant. Total 8,362 self-help groups have
been formed in the year 2024-25 under this mission.
Assistance of Rs.21.86 crore as a Revolving Fund (RF) and
Rs.119.05 crore as a Community Investment Fund (CIF) has
been provided to total 7,335 and 10,554 self-help groups
respectively. Total 62,068 self-help groups received credit of
Rs.1083.18 crore from bank as a Cash Credit (CC).

Rural youth belonging to the age group of 18 to 35 years are
imparted skill based training under Deen Dayal Upadhyay —
Gramin Kaushalya Yojana(DDU-GKY), under which 2,218
beneficiaries received training in the year 2024-25, out of
which, 1,998 trainees received employment.

Swachchh Bharat Mission (Rural)

Total 44 lakh toilets have been constructed in the rural areas of
the State under this scheme. The construction of 26678
individual toilets and 279 public toilets have been completed
in the year 2024-25.

A comprehensive solid waste management initiatives have
been implemented, which include the construction of 1,860
segregation sheds, 9,571 community compost pits, and the
establishment of door-to-door waste collection services in
16,471 Gram Panchayats. Additionally, 127 electric vehicles
have been supplied for the purpose of solid waste collection.
Furthermore, the construction of 39,280 community soak pits
has been successfully completed as part of the liquid waste
management efforts.

Gujarat State is honoured with the India Sanitation Coalition
(ISC) — FICCI Sanitation Award at the FICCI Federation
House in Delhi on 26" November.

In 2024, an amount of Rs.1728.94 crore (one thousand seven
hundred twenty-eight crore ninety-four lakh) has been
disbursed to more than 12 lakh labourers in the State to ensure
they receive bonuses during the Diwali festival.

In accordance with the Gujarat Physically Handicapped Rules,
1982, total 7944 persons with disabilities have been provided
employment across 2580 factories within the State.

Successive reduction in unemployment rate of the State has
been observed through effective implementation of
employment oriented services of the State Government. As
reported in the Periodic Labour Force Survey(PLFS) 2023 by
the Ministry of Statistics and Programme
Implementation(MOSPI), Government of India, the
unemployment rate was recorded at 1.7 percent, which has
further decreased to 1.1 percent in the 2024 survey report.

Yuva Priya Prakalp: Under the Employment Recruitment Fair
Program, the State Government organized 1260 recruitment
fairs in 2023-24, providing employment opportunities to a
total of 2,96,001 candidates.

The Anubandham web portal serves as a virtual platform
connecting employers with job seekers.

Over the past two years, the construction of 11 new buildings
for Government Industrial Training Institutes has been
successfully completed within the State.

More than 11 lakh labourers have been registered till date on
the e-Nirman Portal of the Gujarat Building and Other
Construction Workers’ Welfare Board.

Currently, 154 Raths are operational under the Dhanvantari
Arogya Rath Yojana, also an additional 50 Raths are to be
commenced in the near future. Till the end of December 2024,
a total of 28 lakh O.P.D. services have been provided under
this initiative for the year 2024-25.

The Education Assistance Scheme offers financial support for
the education of two children of registered construction
workers, with assistance amounts ranging from Rs.1,800 to
Rs.2 lakh, covering educational levels from Standard 1 to PhD.
Under this scheme, assistance of Rs.26 crore has been
provided to 37 thousand beneficiaries in the year 2024-25 till
the end of December-2024.

Nutrious meals are provided at a nominal cost of Rs.5 under
Shramik Annapurna Yojana. Total 86 lakh meals have been
distributed during the year 2024-25 till the end of December
2024. Currently, 290 booths are operational under this
initiative and plan to establish an additional 100 booths in the
near future.

The objective of the Shramik Basera Yojana is to provide
accommodation facilities on rent at a concessional rate to
construction workers and their families. Accommodation
facilities are provided to the workers at a rent of just Rs.5 per
day per worker. The ceremony of laying foundation stone has
been done at 17 sites under Shramik Basera and construction
work is in progress.

The work of widening the roads of a total length of 552.96 km
into four laning/10 meters/7 meters at a cost of Rs.1313.31
crore has been completed in the State, while the work of
widening the roads of a total length of 1222.83 km into four
laning/10 meters/7 meters at an estimated cost of Rs.4372.91
crore is in progress.
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Construction of 20 bridges including the bridge over the
Rupen river on the Visnagar-Umta-Sundhiya-Kheralu road;
the bridge on the Barwala-Vallabhipur-Bhavnagar road and
new bridges has been completed at a cost of Rs.365.65 crore
whereas the work of 48 bridges at a cost of Rs.2061.33 crore is
In progress.

Rs.5485 crore has been sanctioned for 200 works of 1912 km
length of roads as an approach to provide modern facilities by
undertaking improvement, upgradation and strengthening of
roads connecting industrial and mining areas. Out of which
95 works of 936 km. length have been completed at a cost of
Rs.1789.21 crore, while 47 works of 342.26 km. length with
an estimated cost of Rs.1852.76 crore are in progress.

Gujarat has the longest coastline in the country. The ports of
Gujarat located on this coast provide many important services
and are strategically important so the State Government has
sanctioned 73 works of a total length of 1048.78 km roads
connecting the ports to provide necessary road infrastructure
and modern facilities at a cost of Rs.2716.13 crore, out of
which 45 works of 722.70 km roads have been completed at a
cost of Rs.1074.45 crore and 05 works of 72.90 km roads at an
estimated cost of Rs.21.55 crore are under progress.

The works of 2578 roads/bridges with the length of 6819 km
at a cost of Rs.3960 crores have been approved in the year
2024-25. The works are under progress.

The work of widening the Sarkhej-Gandhinagar highway in
six-laning at a cost of Rs.913.49 crore is in progress. This
includes construction of 15 flyovers-railway over bridges
including an elevated corridor of 4.5 km. Out of which, the
work on a total of 12 structures has been completed.

For the work of railway over bridges/underpasses, which is
very important for the safety of traffic and saving time, the
State Government has completed 76 railway over bridge works
at a cost of Rs.3605.45 crores on railway crossings with traffic
exceeding one lakh train vehicle units under 100% State Funds
and 50-50% sharing of Gujarat Government and Indian
Railways under the Railway Crossing Free Campaign and a
total of 29 railway over bridge works are under progress at a
cost of Rs.1658.89 crores.
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Transportation

Work of an estimated cost of Rs.22.92 crore for modernizing
the town hall with modern facilities in Gandhinagar and
construction of 896 quarters of various categories in
Gandhinagar at an estimated cost of Rs.220.5 crore etc. have
been completed.

License and vehicle related services have been completely
digitized through Saarthi 4.0 and Vahan 4.0 applications.
Besides this, the applicant can avail 35 services related to
license and vehicle from home without visiting the RTO office
in person through e-KYC. A large number of applicants take
benefits of it.

Total 4.58 lakh applicants have accessed vehicle related
faceless services from home in the year 2024-25(Till the end
of December 24).

Total 5.74 lakh applicants have accessed 15 license-related
services from home during the year 2024-25.(Till the end of
December 24).

There are five authorised scrapping facilities in the State
designated for proper disposal of vehicles that are not fit to run
on public roads or which cannot be issued a fitness
certification. With a view to ensuring that the vehicles that
cannot be used for public are scrapped only through these
authorised facilities, a concession of 15% for transport
vehicles and 25% for non-transport vehicles in motor vehicle
tax is offered while purchasing a new vehicle.

A person who helps in taking seriously injured persons in fatal
road accidents to a hospital/trauma-care centre for treatment
during the Golden Hour is awarded a certificate of
appreciation and a cash prize of Rs.5,000 as a Good
Samaritan. As part of this initiative, the State Government has
directly credited the prize money into the bank accounts of a
total of 30 beneficiaries till December 2024 and has also
provided them certificates.

The bus port built at Amreli on a public-private partnership
basis at an estimated cost of Rs.14.03 crore has been
inaugurated by the Chief Minister.

The State Government has inaugurated a total of 19 bus
stations at Surendranagar, Morbi (New), Dhanpur, Desar,
Limkheda, Mahuva, Rajkot (Satellite), Vaso, Chaklasi,
Kawant, Songadh, Atkot, Bharuch (Bholav), Kamrej,
Wankaner, Thangadh, Halvad, Alindra and Saputara at an
estimated cost of Rs.58.28 crore and operationalized for
enhancing public convenience.
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Ports

Revenue
Management

Over the last one and a half years, a total of 2987 new buses
including 300 luxury coaches, 200 semi-luxury coaches, 400
sleeper coaches, 1682 super express (400 in-house + 1282
ready built), 400 midi buses and 05 double decker electric
buses have been launched and put into operation in the service
of the public.

Total cargo handled by Gujarat Maritime Board ports was
449.26 MMT in the year 2023-24.

Environmental Protection: The environmental management
system of the ports under the Gujarat Maritime Board has been
made more effective and the ports are managed in compliance
with environmental regulations.

To promote ship recycling activities with an environmental
perspective at Alang, environmental facilities like landfill cell,
bilge water treatment plant, incinerator and fire extinguishing
system have been set up at TSDF-Alang, all of which are
functioning effectively and smoothly.

PM Gati Shakti is an important step towards improving
observation and enforcement practices across India. Gujarat
Maritime Board (GMB) has integrated activities related to
NOCs for salt pans, shrimp farming, intake and outflow of
pipeline and land reclamation with the PM Gati Shakti portal.

For balanced and rapid economic development through the
establishment of industrial estates in the State, to promote
micro, small and medium enterprises in the State, to increase
employment by developing industrial estates, a policy for
land allocation has been decided according to the taluka
category at the rate of the existing industrial Jantri for Gujarat
Industrial Development Corporation.

The work for issuing property card by surveying the properties
of village site in the State is being done under the Swamitva
Yojana. The work of surveying 13,741 villages in 33 districts
of the State using drones under the Swamitva Yojana has been
completed.

Now, the citizens do not need to visit the office in person to
get a copy of their property card. They can easily get a
computerized copy of the property card with e-Seal from their
home or any other place through the iORA portal.
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Law
and order:

e Now, applicants do not need to visit the office in person to
apply for land survey related work like boundary survey,
section survey and inter-section survey. Now, applicants can
apply for survey online with the help of I-Mojni software on
IORA Portal. Till now, 4,16,869 survey applications have been
successfully processed.

e During the monsoon-2024, the State Government has paid
Rs.684 lakh as human death assistance, Rs.558.39 lakh as
animal death assistance, Rs.1937.72 lakh as cash assistance,
Rs.7096.36 lakh as household assistance and clothing
assistance, Rs.12.51 lakh as hut assistance and Rs.894.20 lakh
as house assistance to the affected areas to assist the citizens
affected by heavy rainfall in the State.

e In order to take immediate necessary action during the
potential time of natural and man-made disasters risks in the
State, Regional Emergency Response Centres(ERC) have been
set up at Gandhinagar, Surat, Vadodara, Rajkot and
Gandhidham. As well, District Disaster Management
Centre(DEOC) has been set up at the district level. In addition,
State Emergency Operation Centre (SEOC) has been set up to
facilitate coordination with various offices at the State level
during disasters.

e The main goal of the State Government is to maintain law and
order and provide safety and security to the people of the State
as per the provisions of the constitutional and legal order. For
this purpose, a high level of professional approach, dedication
to duty, showing of a realistic approach and sensitivity to the
expectations of the people have been instilled in the police.

Jan Rakshak: Integrated Emergency Response System
Yojana

e The Integrated Emergency Response System - Jan Rakshak,
has been established to gather information concerning criminal
activities, road accidents, and various incidents within the
State through Dial 112. Under this system, equipped with
modern technology, 1000 'Jan Rakshak' First Responder
Vehicles at key locations are deployed so that police can reach
at the spot of an incident within 10 minutes in urban areas and
within 30 minutes in rural areas.
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Crimes against women and children:

e Our State is leading the country in terms of women's safety. If

we look at the reasons for this, the crimes against women have
decreased significantly because of the monitoring of the Hon.
Chief Minister, Hon. State Minister(Home) and high officials,
the special post of Director of Prosecution, appointment of
Special P.P, speedy trial in Special Court/Fast track Court,
'‘Abhayam’ Women's Help Line '181', SHE TEAM, 24*7
functioning Women Help Desk (WHD), continuous
monitoring on ITTSO Portal.

Because of the above efforts made by the State Government,
The Hon. Court has given 436 verdicts in POCSO cases till
December 2024 and sentenced the accused with rigorous
imprisonment, which is a notable thing.

Drive to find missing children

After the success of Operation Smile, Operation Muskan, CID
Crime of the Government of Gujarat periodically conducts
drives to find missing children in all cities/districts. In which,
1762 missing children have been found through these drives
from the year 2022 to December-2024.

Action against illegal encroachment made by criminals

Illegal encroachments have been removed in the border areas
of Devbhoomi Dwarka, Kutch, Jamnagar, Porbandar, Gir-
Somnath, Jamnagar, as well as in the districts of Ahmedabad,
Surat etc. More than 5533 encroachments have been removed
by December-2024 in the current year.

Viswas Project

CCTV Camera based security and Integrated Traffic
Management System has been established by installing around
7000 CCTV Cameras in 34 district headquarters, at 6
pilgrimage sites and Statue of Unity, Kevadia Colony of the
State under VISWAS Project Phase-I. Because of this System,

Total 3249 cases including 166 cases of hit and run, 332 cases
road accidents, 42 kidnappings, 860 cases of missing persons
or thing, 587 cases of theft, robbery, assault, snatches have
been detected in all 34 districts of the State in the year 2024.
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e As a result of Traffic Management System of the CCTV
Camera installed under the project and other effective road
safety measures, the number of road accident cases in the State
has decreased approximately by 30% in the year 2024 as
compared to the year 2023. During this period of time, there
has been a significant decrease in injuries due to road accidents
and deaths approximately by 48% and 19% respectively.

Thus, the ‘force multiplier' effect created by the VISWAS
project has increased the efficiency of the police many folds and
CCTV cameras installed in public places have helped in creating
spirit of security and safety among the public.

State is leading in updated technology at the Forensic Science
Laboratory (FSL)

e Gujarat has become the first State in the country to adopt block
chain technology so that the details of sample/evidences and
cases can be stored digitally at the FSL and can be obtained a
tamper proof digital copies of data at any time.

e Gujarat has become the first State in the country to adopt
technology for detection of crime by showing a person the
photographs of crime scenes related to the incident using Brain
Images Classifier technology.

e ONE NATION ONE CHALLAN-Project: NIC under the
Government of India has implemented the ONE NATION,
ONE CHALLAN application across the country and through
this system, the fine amount fixed by the Gujarat Government
for traffic rule violations committed by vehicle drivers will be
levied digitally through CCTV cameras, body worn cameras,
mobile apps, PoS(Point of sale) machines and VOC (Violation
over camera) applications.

e Total 7,62,289 samples of 3,00,058 cases including 2,99,705
from the State, 66 from outside the State and 287 from central
investigation agencies have been examined by 287 Forensic
Science Laboratories of the State during the current year
(January-December-2024) and through that, an income of
Rs.1.79 crore has been earned as examination fees. Thus, the
Forensic Science laboratory of the State holds a leading
position in the country. And it is capable of investigating all
types of crimes committed in the State. Which is a matter of
pride for the State.
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Finance
Management

Due to effective and efficient financial management the State
Government, Gujarat has not taken a single overdraft in the
last 20 financial years (2004-05 to 2023-2024 till date).
Moreover, the State has not sought any ways and means
advance for the last 19 financial years (2005-06 to 2023-2024
till date). The State has estimated a revenue surplus of Rs.9821
crore against the target of 'zero' revenue deficit in the year
2024-25.

GST has been implemented in the State from 1% July 2017 to
realize the concept of one nation, one tax and one market. In
the year 2023-24, the State has generated a total revenue of
Rs.1,20,750 crore from GST, VAT, Electricity Duty, and
Professional Tax.

More than 5 lakh taxpayers were registered at the time of
implementation of GST law and now this number has
increased to more than 12 lakh taxpayers which shows an
increase of 142%.

A total of 39 mobile squads are functioning in the State for the
implementation of ‘e-way bills’ under GST law. A total of 10 crore
e-way bills have been generated in the State of Gujarat during the
year 2024-25, out of which, 4.5 crore inter-State e-way bills have
been generated, which is the highest in the entire country.

In the year 2024-25, a total of 42,80,705 e-way bills have been
verified in the State of Gujarat, ranking it first in the entire
country.

The tax rate for cancer drugs like Trastuzumab Deruxtecan,
Osimertinib and Durvalumab has been reduced from 12% to 5%.

Due to the computerization of all the treasuries of the State, all
the operations at the treasury office have been streamlined and
expedited.

Under IFMS (Integrated Financial Management System), e-
Payment facility is being implemented in all the offices
ensuring direct deposit of amount in the accounts of all
employees, pensioners and related beneficiaries.
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Sports,
Youth, and
Cultural
Activities

e E-Kuber portal of the Reserve Bank of India has been
integrated with the IFMS, leveraging the e-payment process.

e Further, a system has been set up in IFMS to allow online refund
of income received online through Cyber Treasury Portal.

e Pension payments of approximately 5,18,574 pensioners of the
State are made on time through e-payment by the treasury
offices. Additionally, the facility of “Jeevan Praman Portal”
has been established which allows pensioners to verify their
survival from home.

e By integrating with Digital Gujarat Portal, arrangements have
been made for the payment of scholarship and uniform
assistance of more than 53 lakh students of the State to be
directly deposited in their accounts, with payment of post-
matric scholarship to be made through Aadhaar.

e Arrangements have been made for the farmer beneficiaries of
the State to deposit the amount of assistance in their accounts
through IFMS System under the Agricultural Assistance
Package Scheme of the Government.

e More than 4.45 crore beneficiaries of 14 different schemes
have been covered under the Gujarat Group (Public) Accident
Insurance Scheme.

The Sports, Youth, and Cultural Activities Department
organizes various programs throughout the year under multiple
schemes to foster a positive attitude towards sports and culture
among the youth.

e To ensure that talented athletes from the State achieve victories
at the national and international levels and enhance the pride of
the State and the nation, the State Government has
implemented the Swami Vivekananda Non-Residential Talent
Development Center Scheme. As of December 2024, a total of
1,023 athletes, including 541 boys and 482 girls, were selected
under this scheme in the past year. Over the past two years, the
selected athletes under this scheme have won a total of 176
medals at the national level, including 50 gold, 72 silver, and
54 bronze, and 8 medals at the international level, including 3
gold, 1 silver, and 4 bronze.
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Science

and
Technology

To help talented athletes in the State achieve success at national
and international levels and bring glory to the State and nation,
the Gujarat Government launched the 'Shaktidut Yojana' in
2006. Under this scheme in 2024, 3 athletes and 3 para-athletes
from Gujarat represented India at the Olympic Games held in
Paris, France. The Gujarat Government provided each athlete
financial assistance of Rs.10 lakh before the competition,
amounting to a total of Rs.60,00,000(Sixty lakh rupees) to
support their preparation.

Under the ‘Utsav0o’ scheme, the State Government organized
the ‘Matrivandana Utsav’ at Dwarka and Somnath this year.

Additionally, the Government inaugurated a Light and Sound
Show in Vadodara to highlight the city’s history and cultural
heritage.

District libraries in Ahmedabad, Rajkot, VVadodara, Junagadh,
Mehsana, Patan, Surat, Bharuch, Jamnagar, Vyara, and Anand
have been developed as smart libraries with an investment of
Rs.1 crore per library.

To preserve and promote Gujarat’s literary heritage and
facilitate the growth of Gujarati, Hindi, Sindhi, Sanskrit, Urdu,
and Kachhi languages, the Gujarat Sahitya Academy is
operational. To expand and develop its literary projects and
activities, the Government has constructed the new Gujarat
Sahitya Academy building, ‘Zaverchand Meghani Bhavan,’
at an expenditure of Rs.19.69 crore. This facility includes a
modern library, a conference hall, and a literature museum.

In Khel Mahakumbh 3.0, a record-breaking over 71 lakh
players have enthusiastically registered.

The Science and Technology Department facilitates digital

governance by providing services to citizens and Government
offices through digital infrastructure and platforms.

IT Infrastructure Development

e Gujarat has made remarkable progress in enhancing digital

governance. The Gujarat State Wide Area Network (GSWAN)
now connects over 6,000 Government offices, with
approximately 96,000 nodes linked via LAN connectivity.
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Under the BharatNet project, within just 24 months, world-
class internet services have been provided to over 8,000 Gram
Panchayats, maintaining an effective network uptime of over
96%. This network provides high-speed connectivity to more
than 8,000 schools, 600 rural health centers and 370 police
outposts under the Horizontal Connectivity Scheme.

E-Governance

The Digital Gujarat platform successfully delivers over 1,000
Government services to citizens, processing more than 1 crore
applications through online platforms, Jan Seva Kendras, and e-
Gram centres.

To streamline Government operations, the e-Sarkar Project has
been introduced as an electronic file and record management
system, revolutionizing Government workflows. More than
8,000 offices and 1,40,000 officials/employees have been on
boarded establishing new standards in digital governance and
earning prestigious awards.

For effective, transparent, and rapid service delivery to citizens,
Aadhaar-based authentication services have been leveraged,
processing over 48 crore transactions. Additionally, more than
200 Direct Benefit Transfer (DBT) schemes across nine
departments have been implemented, ensuring timely and
accurate service delivery to citizens.

Artificial Intelligence and Advanced Technology

Gujarat is a leader in Al-driven innovation. An Al Center of
Excellence has been established at GIFT City, Gandhinagar, in
collaboration with  NASSCOM and Microsoft, aimed at
fostering Al-enabled solutions across various sectors to
accelerate socio-economic development and governance.

The Science and Technology Department has also established
an Al Task Force to promote Al adoption in key sectors such as
finance, healthcare, and agriculture.

Biotechnology

Under the Research Assistance Scheme, the State has launched
the Network Research Program on Antimicrobial Resistance,
Superbugs, and One Health in the healthcare sector. A
collaborative effort involving medical colleges, universities,
and veterinary labs has resulted in 59 researchers from 35
institutions identifying 17,000 antimicrobial-resistant bacteria
and conducting genome sequencing for 4,700 samples.
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Forest and
Environment

e The Gujarat Biotechnology Research Centre has developed
diagnostic techniques for highly contagious viruses such as
Chandipura, Corona, Dengue, Influenza, Chikungunya, and
Enterovirus.

e Technologies for diagnosing genetic diseases like Muscular
Dystrophy and Breast Cancer have also been transferred to the
industry.

e In February 2024, Hon'ble Prime Minister inaugurated the
Human Biological Science Gallery at Gujarat Science City and
the Regional Science Centers of GUJCOST in Jamnagar and
Vadodara, which will serve as unique attractions for students
and citizens interested in science.

e GUJCOST institute has been accredited as an educational
institute for the International Quantum Science and Technology
year(I'YQST) 2025 declared by the United Nations.

Gujarat is rich in biodiversity, and my Government is
committed to its protection. The Forest Department is making
continuous efforts to preserve forests, wildlife and to increase tree
cover both within and beyond forest areas maintaining
environmental balance alongside development.

e According to the India State of Forest Report(ISFR 2023),
Gujarat ranked first in the country in increasing tree cover
outside forest areas.

e Under the leadership of Hon'ble Prime Minister Shri Narendra
Modi, Gujarat has embraced the ‘Ek Ped Maa Ke Naam’
Campaign-2024. Against the target of planting 17 crore
saplings, the State has successfully planted 17.32 crore saplings
ahead of schedule.

e Under the ‘Mangrove Initiative for Shoreline Habitats &
Tangible Incomes’(MISHTI) program, Gujarat led the
country by planting mangroves across 11,930 hectares this
year. Additionally, 2,500 hectares of mangrove plantations
were undertaken in the sensitive Kori Creek and Sir Creek
areas along the State’s coastline.

e Under the Green Credit Program, the Forest Department has
completed tree plantations of indigenous species across 5,000
hectares in collaboration with Central Public Enterprises.
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Administrative
Reforms

Emission Trading Scheme, Gujarat

e Currently, around 300 industries in Surat participate under this
scheme in live trading of Emission Permits in the limit set by
the Board, helping industries enhance plant efficiency and
reduce air pollution control costs. This initiative has resulted in
an approximate 20% reduction in particulate matter emissions
in Surat.

National Clean Air Campaign (NCAP)

e The Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change
(MoEF&CC), New Delhi, launched the National Clean Air
Campaign (NCAP) as a time-bound strategy in January 2019 to
address the problem of air pollution in urban and rural areas.

e Under "Clean Air Survey 2024" in NCAP, cities with better
performance, i.e., the top 3 cities in three categories of cities
based on population, have been awarded by MoEF&CC. Out of
the four non-attainment cities in Gujarat, Vadodara and Surat
were shortlisted in the category of cities with a population of
more than 1 million. Surat city was selected in the first place
and awarded a prize of Rs.1.5 crore.

Gujarat’s work procedure and good Governance of My
Government which is committed to the Ease of Doing Business
and Ease of living; is frequently appreciated in entire India as the
role model of development. The State’s citizen-centric policies
and efficient administration have influenced stakeholders across
industry, services, agriculture, and public governance.

To highlight the good governance legacy initiated by Hon'ble
Prime Minister Shri Narendra Modi, Chief Minister Shri
Bhupendrabhai Patel’s Government has decided to celebrate
“Vikas Saptah’(Development Week) every year from October 7 to
October 15. Various programs were organized across the State
with public participation, inspiring citizens to become partners in
Gujarat’s progress. In Gujarat, under “Vikas Saptah” the people
were informed about the Prime Minister Shri Narendrabhai
Modi’s notable contribution in the development of the State
through Vikas Padyatra from about 23 iconic places of the State.

Karmyogi Portal

e Aligned with Gujarat’s commitment to e-governance and
digital empowerment, the State has successfully launched the
Karmyogi Portal - an advanced human resource management
platform. Currently, over 3.86 lakh employees are registered,
and the portal facilitates various employee-related services.

e This initiative marks a significant step towards transparency,
efficiency, and accountability in modern governance and public
administration.

Sardar Patel Good Governance CM Fellowship Program
e The State Government launched the Sardar Patel Good
Governance CM Fellowship Program in November 2023. After

the selection process, 20 fellows were appointed under this
fellowship program for the year 2024-25.

Chintan Shibir (Brainstorming Camp)

e The 11th State-level Chintan Shibir was held from November
21 to November 23, 2024, at Somnath in the Gir-Somnath
district of Gujarat. The camp was attended by Hon’ble Chief
Minister Bhupendrabhai Patel, cabinet ministers, and a total of
188 participants, engaging in active discussions.

e Discussions and recommendations were made on various
topics, including generating employment opportunities in
Gujarat, increasing income in rural areas, improving
satisfaction with Government schemes and the role of district
and local self-governing bodies in tourism development.

e To ensure that people in remote areas receive verified
information from the State Government quickly, documentary
films, special multimedia documentaries, television spots, and
radio jingles were produced. Through these various mediums,
awareness campaigns about different welfare schemes of the
State Government were conducted.

e With changing times, the services of the Information Department
have also evolved. Under the guidance of the Hon’ble Chief
Minister, the ‘Mari Yojana’ portal has been created to provide
citizens with information of all State Government schemes at one
place.

To promote "One District One Product” (ODOP) and
strengthen the Make in India mission, a grand and extensive
PM Ekta Mall is being constructed in Surat.

Under the Shri VVajpayee Bankable Scheme, the loan limit has been
increased from Rs.8.00 lakh to Rs.25.00 lakh, and the maximum
subsidy limit has been raised from Rs.1.25 lakh to Rs.3.75 lakh.

Under the Manav Kalyan Yojana, arrangements have been
made for individuals from weaker sections engaged in small
businesses to purchase toolkits of their choice through e-
vouchers from local vendors.

As per the New Cottage and Rural Industries Policy-2024,
artisans associated with boards/corporations and cooperative
institutions sold khadi, handicrafts, and handloom products
worth Rs.460 crore.

The Legal Department has designated magisterial courts in the
State as Remote Adjudication Courts to handle cheque return
cases filed under the Negotiable Instruments Act, 1881 via e-
filing and video conferencing at the Chief Judicial Magistrate’s
Court, Ahmedabad City.

Over the last three years, the State Government has approved
an expenditure of Rs.2,124 crore for infrastructure development
of the High Court and subordinate judiciary, with
approximately Rs.1,019.21 crore sanctioned for the ongoing
year 2024-25. It is not an exaggeration in saying that the
judicial system in Gujarat is experiencing a golden era in terms
of infrastructure development.

To resolve family disputes efficiently, the State Government, in
consultation with the Gujarat High Court, has established 80
new family courts at the taluka level. This will ensure faster
resolution of family disputes and save time and money for the
litigants at the taluka level.

To ensure that public trusts receive the maximum possible
amount from property sales for fulfilling their objectives, the
process under Section 36 of the Gujarat Public Trusts Act, 1950
Is now conducted through an online e-auction portal.

Under the Gujarat Renewable Energy Policy - 2023
implemented by the State Government to promote clean and
green energy production, a total of 3,886.56 MW solar power
plants have been commissioned in the State till December
2024, increasing Gujarat’s total solar power generation capacity
to 16,796 MW.
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o Additionally, under this policy, 627.26 MW wind farms have
been commissioned in the State till December 2024, increasing
Gujarat’s total wind power generation capacity to 12,474 MW.

e Under the scheme to install solar systems on Government
buildings, 100% financial assistance has been provided for
installing a 7.20 MW solar photovoltaic rooftop system at 630
Government buildings at an estimated cost of Rs.18.84 crore
during 2024-25. So far, 3,653 Government buildings have been
equipped with a 64.00 MW solar photovoltaic rooftop system at
a cost of Rs.308.47 crore.

e Under the subsidy scheme for battery-operated two-wheelers,
2,941 students from Class 9 to 12 and college students have
received Rs.3.53 crore in subsidies through DBT (Direct
Benefit Transfer) till December 2024. So far, a total of 41,449
students have received Rs.48.92 crore in subsidies through
DBT.
